TRS is available in all 50 states, the 
District of Columbia, Puerto Rico and the U.S. territories for local and/or long distance calls. TRS 
providers - generally telephone companies - are compensated for the costs of providing TRS from 
either a state or a federal fund. There is no cost to the TRS user. 

What forms of TRS are available? There are several forms of TRS, depending on the particular 
needs of the user and the equipment available: TRS includes: Text to Voice TTY-Based TRS; 
Speech-to-Speech Relay Service; Shared Non-English Language Relay Service; Captioned 
Telephone Relay Service; Internet Protocol Relay Service; and Video Relay Service.

The meeting was called to order at 9:32 a.m. 
 
 
No General Public Comment. 
 
Item 1  Approval of Minutes from the June 30, 2022 meeting.

Item 2 Bureau of Engineering- Bridge Improvement Program: Total Budget and 

Program Staffing 
 
 Disposition: Approved 

 
Kevin Minne, Bureau of Engineering (BOE), presented the reports for Item 2 
and 3, concurrently. 
 
Mr. Minne. BOE requested that the Seismic Governance Committee (SGC) 
approve the Bridge Improvement Program (BIP) budget for a total funding 
authority of $463 million. Mr. Minne, BOE advised that over the course of the 
last year, two projects have achieved full closeout (Laurel Canyon Boulevard 
Bridge and the Riverside Drive Bridge), with final reimbursements received 
from CalTrans.  
 
Mr Minne, BOE, advised that the Bureau has initiated a strategic planning 
process to develop a roadmap for the next phase of the BIP over the next 15 
to 20 years to prioritize City bridges in the most critical need of repair.0. 
 
Mr. Minne, BOE, also advised the Committee that there are opportunities to 
secure federal and state infrastructure grants. Mr. Minne, BOE, explained to 
the Committee that part of the planning process is intended to develop a 
short-term maintenance plan to inform the annual budgetary process on the 
level of investment required to maintain the City’s bridge system. 
 
Mr. Minne, BOE, recommended that the Committee approve maintaining the 
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same staffing level and associated funding as the previous year since the 
program budget level remains unchanged.  Mr. Minne, BOE, clarified that of 
the 12 positions that would be continued, three of which will be for accounting 
positions in the Board of Public Works. Mr. Minne, BOE, also clarified that the 
funding reimbursements would be provided on a quarterly basis through the 
Construction Projects Reports prepared by the CAO. 

 
Mr. Faran, CLA, asked to clarify whether there was a regular inspection 
program for bridges. Mr. Minne, BOE, clarified that the Bureau had secured a 
consultant to help with the strategic planning process, with a report to the 
Board of Public Works anticipated in the upcoming months.  
 
Mr. Farfan, CLA asked to clarify whether there is an existing program for 
regular bridge inspection. Mr. Minne, BOE, answered that CalTrans inspects 
all of the highway bridges and the BOE Structural Engineering Division 
inspects City bridges on a periodic basis, however, the consultant analysis 
recommended would provide a more targeted approach. 
 
Mr. Szabo, CAO, asked for clarification on the five-percent contingency built 
into the construction phase of the budget. Mr. Minne, BOE, advised that the 
contingency level reflects five-percent of the total $23 million project budget. 
Mr. Minne also clarified that BOE would be presenting a strategy at an 
upcoming meeting of the Municipal Facilities Committee for addressing 
increasing inflation  with a mitigation plan to address funding shortfalls
