REQUEST AUTHORITY TO NEGOTIATE AND EXECUTE 
A NON-PROFIT LICENSE AGREEMENT WITH 

WATTS LABOR COMMUNITY ACTION COMMITTEE 

The Department of General Services (GSD) requests authority to negotiate and execute a new 
License Agreement with Watts Labor Community Action Committee (WLCAC), a 501(c)3 
nonprofit organization, for use of a City facility located at 2528 South West Boulevard to operate 
a senior care center.

BACKGROUND

Council District 10 introduced a motion on March 19, 2019 (CF19-0281) directing GSD to 
negotiate and execute a license agreement with WLCAC to provide services for seniors in the 
community at the West Adams Southwestern Multi-Purpose Center.

The Department of Aging previously selected WLCAC as the contract service provider through a 
Request for Proposals released in November 9, 2018. Although a service contract is in place, 
WLCAC has been operating the site since July 2019 without an accompanying license agreement 
with terms and conditions for the facility’s use. The license agreement will run concurrent to the 
service contract with the Department of Aging which can be renewed annually through June 30, 
2023.

WLCAC offers case management, homemaker and chores services, nutrition services including 
congregate meals in the dining area, home delivered meals and nutrition education; transportation 
services, including trips to medical appointments; disease prevention and health promotion 
programs, and recreational activities.
