General Public Comment, Multiple Agenda ltem Comment
Public comment held.

Approval of the Minutes from prior meeting on March 25, 2021
Action: Approved

Status Update

Staff from the Bureau of Sanitation (Bureau) gave updates for both the Municipal and
Regional programs. The Bureau submitted the Municipal Annual Plan to the County and
is expecting disbursement of funds in August 2021. The County is implementing tax credits
and low income credits that may impact the total amount of funds received. Separate
transfer agreements for the Regional Round 1 projects have been approved and will be
transmitted to the County. Funding for Round 1 projects is expected in late July or early
August 2021. The first quarterly report is due to the County by May 15, 2021.

The Bureau presented a summary on the status of Regional Rounds 1, 2, and 3 projects.
Round 2 projects have been ranked by the Watershed Area Steering Committees (WASC)
and final decisions are being made. Approved Round 3 projects are in development and
applications are due July 31, 2021.

The committee discussed Round 2 ranking for Lincoln Park Lake Project and leveraged
funding for that project. The committee also discussed other possible funding sources, in
general, as a way to make City projects more competitive.

Action: No action.
Discussion and Possible Action: Hollenbeck Lake Project

Staff from the Bureau presented two design alternatives, timelines, and funding
projections for the project. The scope includes water quality improvements, lake and park
improvements, and increased potable water supply. In addition, green street infrastructure
around the park neighborhood are being considered to maximize community benefits. The
estimated cost of the project is $35 million. Funding in the amount of $5 million is available
from Proposition O. The Bureau anticipates that Measure W and Caltrans could potentially
fund $15 million each.



The committee discussed the commitment and timing of Caltrans funding. The Bureau
stated CalTrans is expecting an update to their stormwater permit. If CalTrans agrees to
fund this project, the earliest that funds could be transferred would be in fiscal year 2026-
2027.

Action: Approved, contingent upon funding confirmation from CalTrans.

5. Discussion and Possible Action: DWP Regional Round 3 Proposed Projects

Staff from the Department of Water and Power (DWP) answered questions from the
Committee regarding Regional Rounds 1, 2, and 3 projects. DWP reported that the
projects are currently in 60 percent design and would need Measure W funding for
completion. Projects were scored differently by the scoring committee than by the WASC
and if not all the projects are funded in Round 2, given the large funding requests, DWP
plans on either resubmitting in a future round or placing the project on hold. In response
to the Committee’s question regarding whether or not the projects could be phased, DWP
responded that due to the location of the projects (parks) phasing is not possible.

Action: Approved. DWP to report back to Committee with final list of Round 3 projects.

6. Discussion and Possible Action: Universal Signage Policy
Adi Liberman, Chair of the Proposition O Citizen’s Oversight Advisory Committee
presented a letter requesting that the Committee establish a universal signage policy
that will help with outreach and education.

The Committee discussed the issue of signage being a reimbursable cost from the Safe,
Clean Water Program and the components of any signage.

Action: Instruct the Bureau of Sanitation and Bureau of Engineering to work with the
Chair of the Proposition O Citizen’s Oversight Advisory Committee and report back on
feasibility of a universal signage policy.

7. Discussion and Possible Action: Other Committee organizational matters
